The Daily outings will include some of the following habitats:





Forest walks – Hoekwil & Witfontein; the Half Collared and Kingfisher trails which are easy accessible from the Park





Fynbos – Montagu Pass (on the way back from our Klein Karoo trip);  Hanekom (Fynbos vlei) on Swartvlei northern border – Malachite sunbird 





Lakes –  from the Park a canoe trip to Island Lake on the Touw river; Walk through forests; Visit the hides next to the lakes; Dune MoleRat trail another option





Klein Karoo – A one day motor trip through Paardepoort/ Kamanassie/ Eseljag Poort (reached from the N7)





Mosselbay area  - start at Voelvlei (if water) for  waterbirds & waders; Herbertsdale Road for grassland larks & pipits; 


Groot & Klein Brak; Hartenbos sewerage works.
